PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE REGULATIONS

We refer to:

2.2. FIDE Trainer Titles

There are five (5) FIDE Trainer titles: four (4) titles which are awarded through
seminars, and one (1) title a recognition of a lifelong contribution or
extraordinary achievements as a trainer.

For the description of FIDE Senior Trainer (FST) it is given below, and for greater clarity we
ask to add a minimum time frame (given as underlined) due to many young grandmasters
primarily working as seconds or mentors to exceptional talent asking to be given the title:

V. FIDE Senior Trainer (FST)

The FIDE Senior Trainer Title is a title given for distinct service to
chess over a long period of time and will include all the men and
women World Champions. If the main work is that of a trainer, there
must be a minimum of 10 years at a high level.

TRG requests the FIDE Council to approve this amendment.
