GUINEAN CHESS FEDERATION (Translation from French) 

STATUTES AND INTERNAL REGULATIONS 

PREAMBLE 

In an effort to comply with the texts of C10 and International and National federations: A Federation 
for a sport governed by an International Federation (Confederation, international or global). 

Chess, which is no exception to this rule; hence the necessity, even the obligation for us (new 
executive office), to draft fine statutes and regulations, free from any shortcomings and adapted to 
the realities of the moment. 

It is thus in a critical and objective spirit; we are now developing a document (Statutes and 
regulations) taking into account certain authentic aspects; but above all, all recommendations 
related to the separation from Checkers.

CHAPTER I: CREATION 

Article 1: Creation 

Between lines and Clubs that adhere to these Statutes, an Association named Guinean Chess 
Federation, with the acronym "F.G.J.E", is founded. 

It was created on July 17, 1982, by Decree N°787/82 governed by the provisions of the law; at the 
time, it was merged with Checkers. 

Its headquarters are in Conakry; but can be transferred to any other location in the Republic of 
Guinea, by decision of the General Assembly. 

It is a non-governmental, non-profit organization, recognized as being of public utility, and which 
exercises its jurisdiction over the entire territory of Guinea. 

The number of years of its activity is unlimited. The official language is French. 

Article 2: GOALS 

Its goals are: 

a) To contribute to the development, organization, orientation, and monitoring of Chess in the 
Republic of Guinea. 

b) To develop regulations and competition calendars for all categories, annually. 

c) To contribute to the development of friendly ties between practitioners at all levels. 

d) To establish and disseminate the rules of the game. 

e) To train and improve technical officials on a selective and objective basis. 

f) To represent and defend the interests of Chess, wherever necessary, with a view to a satisfactory 
solution to its needs. 

g) To make all useful decisions in case of dispute or differences during competitions between two 
(2) players or two (2) teams. 



h) To oppose and defend with conviction, all discriminations: political, social, religious.

i) To maintain close and constant contact with the African Chess Confederation and the
International Chess Federation (FIDE). 

Article 3: The association prohibits any manifestation contrary to its goals, particularly public and 
religious ones. 

Article 4: The association is independent of any other organization that does not pursue the same 
goals; but cooperates with governmental and non-governmental organizations. 

Article 5: The association has exclusive competence for the representation of Guinea in multiple 
regional or global competitions sponsored by the International Chess Federation. 

Article 6:She is responsible for developing a training policy and sectoral strategies for the 
professional development of Guinean Executives and Athletes to ensure their participation in 
various national, African, and international events. 

Article 7: Its purpose is to preserve its autonomy and resist all pressures, including political, legal, 
religious, or economic ones. 

TITLE I: RIGHTS AND ROLES 

Article 8: It is autonomous; but not independent from the State. Hence the requirement for healthy 
collaboration between it and state structures (Ministry in charge of Sports and Youth; Social Action, 
Education...). 

Article 9: It is responsible for promoting gender equality; hence the active participation of women in 
the practice of Chess Games. 

Article 10: To include in its activities the promotion of arts; promotion of intellectual probity. 

TITLE II: ADMISSION – MEMBERSHIP FEES – MEMBERS 

Article 11: Leagues whose clubs have paid their membership fees, the rate, form, and payment 
methods of which will be determined by the internal regulations, may be part of the Federation. 

Article 12: The title of Honorary Member will be awarded to any person who has rendered 
memorable services to the Federation. 

Article 13: The Federation's resources come from: 

- Membership fees from affiliated Clubs and Executive Board (EB) members 

- Donations and subsidies 

- Subsidies through the International Federation 

- Entry fees for competitions (registration fees) organized by the federation. 

Article 14: Membership in the Guinean Chess Games Federation (F.G.J.E) is lost: 

- By cessation of activity within the federation. 



- By expulsion pronounced by the executive committee under the conditions and process set by the 
disciplinary regulations of the Guinean sports code, and in particular: 

a) Serious reasons 

b) Serious violations of the Statutes and Internal Regulations 

c) Refusal to comply with the decisions of the Executive Board (EB) relating to the Statutes and 
Internal Regulations. 

d) Pursuit of goals contrary to those of the Federation 

e) The resignation of a member of a league or club must be modified in writing 

f) The expulsion of one or more members can only be finalized by a congress. 

 

TITLE III: ETHICS 

Article 15: The style of Chess Games is a game of mind, both individual and team-based. Players 
meet across all categories (age, gender) to assert the supremacy of genius, of one player's 
technique over another, or of one team. 

Article 16: The Executive Committee (Board) is the governing body and is vested with the following 
rights and roles: 

1- Elaboration of Statutes and regulations 

2- Examination and approval of questions defined by these Statutes 

3- Decisions on all questions and proposals of general interest submitted by any member. 

4- Deliberation on all problems submitted to it in a general manner, the Executive Board examines 
and decides on the notions submitted and defines the general orientation line for the development 
of Chess games. 

5- In case of resignation, suspension, or expulsion, the membership fee paid remains acquired by 
the federation; therefore, it cannot be subject to reimbursement. 

 

TITLE IV: ADMINISTRATION 

Article 17: The Guinean Chess Games Federation (F.G.J.E) is administered by an Executive 
Committee elected for four (4) years. It is responsible for the execution of decisions from the 
General Assembly (GA) and the functioning of the association. 

Article 18: The members of the Executive Committee are elected by secret ballot and are re-eligible. 
The Executive Board (EB) includes: 

- One (1) President 

- One (1) or two (2) Vice-Presidents 



- One (1) Secretary General 

- One (1) Deputy Secretary General 

- One (1) General Treasurer 

- One (1) in charge of competitions, disciplines,regulations and penalties 

- One (1) materials and equipment officer 

- One (1) marketing and sponsorship officer 

- One (1) Press or Communication officer 

Article 19: The executive committee meets at least two (2) times per month in ordinary session and 
upon express convocation by its President in extraordinary session. 

Article 20: The issues on the agenda must be clear and precise. The minutes (PV) of sessions are 
recorded in a special register and signed by the rapporteur and the President. Decisions are taken 
by a majority of the members present. 

In case of an equal vote, the President's vote is decisive. 

Article 21: The function of a member is gratuitous. However, expenses incurred by missions that 
may be entrusted to them are reimbursed under the conditions provided by the internal regulations. 

Article 22: In case of vacancies occurring during the term of office, the remaining members in office 
may provide for the reimbursement of the member(s) whose default has been noted. 

 

TITLE VI: INTERNAL REGULATIONS – REVISION – DISSOLUTION 

Article 23: The General Assembly meets once every four (4) years. It rules on the President's moral 
report, the Treasurer's financial report, the Secretary General's activity report, and the balance 
sheet of competitions or tournaments. 

Article 24: Internal regulations established by the Executive Bureau (EB) and approved by the 
General Assembly govern all internal matters, administrative details, competitions, define discipline 
and the modalities of application of the various texts in force, as well as the modalities by which 
leagues and clubs contribute to the Federation. 

Article 25: The present regulations can only be modified upon the request of the majority (2/3) of the 
General Assembly; that is, modifications can only be made at an Extraordinary General Assembly 
after examination by the Executive Bureau (EB). 

Article 26: All modifications to the Statutes and Regulations, any change to the Executive Bureau 
(EB) must be notified to the CNOSG and the Ministry in charge of Sports (Public Authority). 

Article 27: The dissolution of the Federation (EB) can only be pronounced by a majority of the 
General Assembly (GA) or where 2/3 of the summoned members must be present. 



If this number is not reached, the General Assembly (GA) will be convened again, at six (6) month 
intervals. 

After this convocation, the decision of the General Assembly is valid regardless of the number of 
members present. The vote is also acquired by an absolute majority. 

In case of dissolution by any means whatsoever, the General Assembly will designate a commission 
responsible for the liquidation of the Federation's assets, the proceeds of which will be bequeathed 
to one or more similar associations or to a charitable work upon decision of the General Assembly. 

INTERNAL REGULATIONS 

TITLE I: STRUCTURES - AFFILIATIONS 

Article 1: The Guinean Chess Federation (FGJE) is composed of leagues and clubs officially 
recognized by the public authority and the CNOSG. 

Article 2: To be a member of the Federation, leagues must: 

a) Produce (form) two copies of their Statutes.

b) Provide two copies of the Minutes (PV) of the General Assembly that elected the Executive Bureau
(EB). 

c) Provide copies of the receipt of declaration from the Public Authority.

d) Justify a membership of five (5) clubs.

e) Regularly pay the affiliation fees of adhering clubs.

The affiliation request must be made in writing to the Secretary General of the Federation, who will 
acknowledge receipt to the interested league. Affiliation will then be renewed by tacit renewal from 
year to year unless denounced in writing by either party. 

Article 3: Leagues group all Chess sections of associations within the same governorate.Its sections 
can be established provided they are officially recognized. 

Article 4: By derogation from the provisions of Articles 2 and 3 above, leagues that have not yet 
completed all administrative formalities may request affiliation upon presentation of a certificate of 
deposit of the declaration request. 

TITLE II: ACTIVITIES AND RELATIONS OF THE FEDERATION 

Article 5: The Federation strives to encourage: 

a) The formation of clubs

b) The affiliation of clubs to leagues and of leagues to the federation

c) The dissemination of the international game



The Executive Committee or (EC) of the Federation deals only with affiliated leagues and clubs; 

In no case with individual sections or clubs. To the extent of its capabilities, it will respond to all 
invitations from International Federations, confederations, especially and affiliated national 
organizations, or those that collaborate with it, by sending regularly registered and licensed officials 
and players from clubs. 

 

TITLE III: ADMINISTRATIONS 

Article 6: The Federation is administered by an Executive Board (EB) composed of eleven (11) 
elected members and ex-officio members, namely the presidents of leagues, who may attend 
ordinary meetings if necessary. 

The Executive Committee (EB) is elected for a term of four (4) years. Outgoing members are eligible 
for re-election. 

The Executive Committee meets at least once a month upon convocation by the President and 
whenever necessary. 

Article 7: Dual functions are prohibited both within the federation and within a league. In case of a 
vacancy, it is provisionally filled, by strengthening the resigning or deceased member. The definitive 
replacement takes place at the next General Assembly. The Board includes: 

1) President 

2) 1st Vice-President 

3) 2nd Vice-President 

4) The Secretary General 

5) The Deputy Secretary General 

6) The Treasurer 

7) The Head of Competitions, Regulations, Discipline and Penalties 

8) The Deputy Head of Competitions, Regulations, Discipline and Penalties 

9) Head of Press and Communication 

10) Head of Marketing and Sponsoring 

11) Head of Materials and Equipment. 

 

TITLE IV: GENERAL ASSEMBLIES 

Article 8: CONVOCATION AND PREPARATION: 



The General Assembly is the legislative and supreme body of the Guinean Draughts Federation. It 
takes place at the end of each term; that is, every four (4) years, and whenever it is convened by the 
Executive Committee (EB), or at the request of 2/3. Extraordinary Assemblies can only be convened 
for absolutely imperative reasons. The General Assembly is chaired by the President of the 
Federation, or, in their absence, by a member of the Executive Board (EB) elected to chair the 
meetings of the General Assembly. 

Article 9: Its Agenda 

The agenda is prepared by the Secretary General and approved by the President. It is sent in due 
time to each concerned body. If it is an ordinary General Assembly, the agenda includes: 

- Presentation of the report from the President, the Secretary General, the Treasurer, and the 
Tournament Director 

- Finalization of the calendar of official federation events 

- Miscellaneous 

If it is an Extraordinary General Assembly, the agenda only includes the exclusive examination of the 
sole issues that motivated the exceptional meeting. 

Article 10: Conduct of the session 

Only the following may exclusively participate: 

- Members of the Executive Committee 

- Representatives of the leagues, 2 per league 

- Representatives of the Clubs, 1 per club 

- Founding members 

- Representatives of the Press 

- Representatives of the National Sports Directorate 

- Representatives of CNOSG. 

Representatives of Leagues and clubs not yet affiliated with the Federation may attend as 
observers,desiring to take advantage of such an Assembly to make contact with its members and to 
obtain prior documentation on affiliation. Before the opening of the session, the attendance sheet 
must be filled out and signed. 

The Secretary General, assisted by two (2) tellers chosen on the same day from the General 
Assembly's attendees, verifies the powers and accreditations and draws up a report. 

The President of the federation presides over, opens, and closes the session. The Vice-President 
conducts the session and will put the question of ending the discussion to a vote when he deems 
that the Assembly has been sufficiently informed on the matter. 



Motions submitted during the General Assembly, signed by a minimum of two (2) leagues or clubs 
with voting rights, will be discussed point by point and, if necessary and possible, will be subject to 
a vote. Only by a majority vote do motions acquire the status of a decision, without prejudice to the 
number of leagues or clubs that signed the motion. 

In the case of a motion of no confidence, neither the President nor the Vice-President conducting 
the session may lead the meeting during the discussion or during the vote. 

Article 11: Right to vote 

Only adhering leagues and clubs, fully in good financial standing and effectively represented at the 
General Assembly, are admitted to exercise their right to vote. 

Proxy votes are possible, meaning a present league or club can be mandated by an absent one to 
vote on its behalf and by delegation. This mandate must be written, authentic, and signed. 

Each league has, through its accredited commissioner, two (2) votes, regardless of its importance. 

Each club also has one (1) vote, regardless of its importance. 

The Secretary General supervises the voting operations, proceeds with the counting of ballots, the 
results of which are proclaimed by the President. 

Article 12: Suffrage 

Votes are taken by a majority of votes: 

- Either by a show of hands 

- Or, at the request, itself by a show of hands of the majority of voters, by secret ballot. 

In the latter case, the Secretary General then ensures that there is absolute concordance between 
the number of ballots submitted and the members authorized to exercise their right to vote. 

The ballot is by right for an election or a personal matter. 

During the ordinary General Assembly, the vote is acquired by a majority of the votes represented, 
regardless of the number of those present. In case of a tie, the President's opinion is decisive. 

Article 13: Discharge of Management 

Once the activity report has been presented by the Secretary General, the Treasurer, or failing that, 
the Secretary General, must provide a detailed financial report before proceeding with the re-
election (or election) of the Executive Board. 

To this end, the Assembly has the right to request the presentation of documents relating to the 
management of the outgoing Executive Board, or even to appoint, if it deems it appropriate, a 
financial commission composed of three (3) of its members responsible for ensuring the regularity 
of operations. Investigations must take place during the General Assembly. The existing Executive 
Committee is then given a discharge for its management. 

Mention of any objections or observations made, if any, or of the pure and simple discharge, is made 
in the minutes of the General Assembly. 



Article 14: Re-election of Executive Committee members 

Outgoing members of the Executive Board are eligible for re-election without having to re-submit 
their candidacy. Candidacies for Executive Committee positions must be sent, by registered letter, 
to the office, at least two (2) months before the congress, except in cases of force majeure. Each 
candidate must be part of a league and an Executive Board of the Federation. It is permitted to 
propose a candidate for any position whatsoever. In this case, the Federation, the league, or the 
Executive Board of the club, must indicate that,if their candidate is not elected as president, for 
example, they will be proposed for another eligible position within the Executive Committee. Before 
the opening of the General Assembly, the league, the outgoing Executive Bureau that proposed a 
candidate, may, in case of force majeure, replace them with another member from within its ranks. 

Article 15: Minutes of the General Assembly 

The minutes of the General Assembly, the establishment of which is provided for in the statutes, 
shall be sent by the Secretary General to the members of the Federation's Executive Committee, as 
well as to the leagues or clubs that participated in the elections, within three (3) months following 
the Assembly, by special publication for this purpose. 

Article 16: Expenses for attending Assemblies 

Given its modest resources, the Federation is only obliged to cover, very specifically, certain 
expenses motivated by the general convocation (e.g., communal meals) and those within the limits 
of its financial means. 

It is obliged, to the extent of its possibilities, and even if only partially, to contribute to the travel 
expenses of congress participants who have come for the occasion. 

 

TITLE V: Definition of the Function 

Article 17: The President presides over all Assemblies and represents the Federation before public 
authorities. 

He signs jointly with the Secretary General or the Treasurer all documents or letters committing the 
Federation morally or financially. 

He signs with the Secretary General all important decisions. The President ensures the correct 
execution of the statutes and internal regulations. He may delegate his power to one of the 
members of the Executive Board. During assemblies, he has the right to end any discussion that 
turns into a polemic or harms the interests of the Federation. 

Article 18: The Vice-President(s) assist the President in case of impediment. 

Article 19: The Secretary General coordinates and controls the various activities of the Federation, 
which he must attend to gather all useful documents for the presentation of his moral and activity 
report to the General Assembly or Executive Committee. He is responsible for the implementation 
of decisions from all instances of the Federation. 



He is in charge of finances and external relations, and generally directs the administration of the 
Federation under the vigilance of the President. 

Article 20: The Deputy Secretary General assists the Secretary General in his duties and 
automatically replaces him in case of impediment. He handles the Federation's correspondence 
and is also responsible for internal relations with leagues and clubs. 

Article 21: The General Treasurer is responsible for keeping the Federation's accounts. He is jointly 
with the Secretary General responsible for material and financial management, under the high 
authority of the President, for any fund placement or expenditure commitment. 

He carefully keeps in his file the supporting documents for expenses and issues a receipt for all 
operations performed. He handles the sale of licenses and collects affiliation and engagement fees, 
and, if necessary, informs the Secretary General of clubs that have not yet paid their affiliation or 
engagement fees for competitions organized by the Federation. 

In addition to the financial report he must prepare for each General Assembly, he is required to 
present the financial situation and supporting documents upon any request from the Executive 
Committee or the Auditors appointed by the General Assembly.
